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Dear Parishioners:

One of the traditional practices of the church 
during Lent is ‘almsgiving’. This refers to giving to 
others who are in need by us making a sacrifice 
to do so. This injunction of Jesus calls us to not 
only recognize that others need help, but to 
invest ourselves in their struggle.

For many years during this time we have 
conducted the Cardinal’s Appeal on behalf of the 
various charitable works of the Archdiocese. This 
year there have been some changes. The appeal 
is now called the Archdiocesan Stewardship 
Appeal to emphasize the concept of stewardship 
among the people of the Church of New York. It 
is a concept that Archbishop Dolan hopes will 
develop over a period of time throughout all the 
parishes. 

The second change is the parish goal. For many 
years, pastors have questioned the formula by 
which goals were established as there seemed to 
be an inequity. This year the goals were based on 
the average monthly parish offertory collection,
which for us was $39,000; and that was then 
doubled for a goal of $78,000. This resulted in a 
$6,000 decrease from our previous goal of 
$84,000.

In last year’s Appeal, the donations totaled 
$97,980 which put us at 116% of goal. All of that 
sounds very positive, and it is; but the level of 
parish participation is only 10%, which is very 
low.

Page 4 of this week’s bulletin gives you the basic 
outline of the general Appeal goal this year as 
well as a chart showing how the funds are being 
allocated. As we all know, the difficult economic 
times have increased the need for assistance in all 
areas. With that in mind how can we respond?

You should be receiving in the mail a gift 
solicitation. I ask that you carefully go through it 
and decide what you are able to do, keeping in 
mind that concept of almsgiving during the 
season of Lent and the sacrifice it involves. You 
can return the card with your gift either by mail or 
through the weekly offering. 

Please be assured that your donation will be used 
wisely and effectively to support the ongoing 
work of the Church of New York.
