Since that first Easter day, men and women of 
faith have been giving testimony and witnessing 
to the message of Jesus. They have used their 
talents, time and skills in many different ways to 
articulate the promise of redemption that was 
made possible through the death and resurrection 
of the Lord. For over two thousand years, people 
of faith have carried this message to others 
sharing with them the Gospel. 
 

This weekend, the Little Sisters of the Poor are 
with us to make their annual appeal. It is part of 
their ‘charism’ as a religious community, not only 
to take care of the elderly poor, but to actually 
‘beg’ on their behalf.  For this reason they go 
from place to place seeking assistance in their 
work. They ask for assistance for those who are 
unable to ask for it themselves. They ask for 
people for whom life has not been particularly 
easy. They ask to provide a place where the 
elderly poor may live out their final days in a 
place of dignity, knowing that others care about 
them and for them. 
 

Last year their foundress, Jeanne Jugan, was 
made a saint.  She was recognized not only of her 
heroic efforts, but also as an acknowledgement of 
the fact that she herself did not have an easy life. 
She overcame many obstacles so that she could 
achieve her goal of dignified care for the elderly 
poor. 
 

I think that as you listen to the presentation at 
Mass you will be struck by the deep commitment 
the Sisters have to their work. They truly give a 
positive witness to living the Gospel. They do so 
with a joyful spirit, a strong commitment and a 
sense of purpose that is truly amazing as they are 
involved in every facet of care that is provided 
their patients.
